Add back classes- To be eligible for money back, you must enter all 
classes in that division.  75% of the class fees  will be added to the 
pot and will be distributed as below:  

1st:   50%  
2nd:  25% 
3rd:  15% 
4th:  10% 
 
Attire: helmet required, but otherwise dress for comfort. 
Parking for shows when indoor is being used:  To allow room for 
trailers and our boarders, cars need to park in parking areas along 
the drive before entering the red gate.   
Registration outside if weather permits.  Otherwise in the heated 
area of the indoor.  Take the stone walkway to the gray door. 
Viewing for outside-bring a chair. If indoor, there is a viewing area 
with stools inside the arena and also plenty of room to sit in the 
heated glassed in viewing area.
